Identifying Forces Worksheet

Turn this problem in at the beginning of the next lecture.

1. You are standing on a railroad car. You throw an object to the right. Identify the forces acting on you as the ball is released. Use phrases to identify the forces. Do not use labels to identify the forces; otherwise you will not receive credit. Don’t forget to clearly identify the direction of the forces with arrows! Note there is friction between you and the railroad car.
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2. Two blocks are stacked and assembled as shown below. There is friction between all surfaces. Identify the forces acting on the objects. Use phrases to identify the forces on each object. Do not use labels to identify the forces; otherwise you will not receive credit. Don’t forget to clearly identify the direction of the forces with arrows!

Notice the objects have been separated so that you can easily identify the forces acting on them. This is what is expected on all exams that require you to identify forces in order to solve a problem.  
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
