Sierra College

Physics Club Constitution
Article I: Name

The name of the physics club of Sierra College shall be: Sierra College Physics Club
Article II: Purposes and Goals

The purposes and goals of the physics club are:

· to foster a stronger physics community on the campus of Sierra College.

· to build and support a stronger companionship among students who interests in physics in particular, and science in general.

· to support and enhance the relationship with other Sierra College communities.

· to engage students to activities related to physics through discussions and projects.
· to generate interests in studying physics and other science-related majors.

· to have fun while studying physics.   

Article III: Sponsorship

The physics club shall be under the sponsorship of: 

· two college faculty advisors.
· the ASSC (The Association of Students of Sierra College).
Article IV: Membership 

Section 1: Qualification 

The physics club is open to all students of Sierra College who have interests in the club and wish to participate in the club regardless of race, color, age, sexual orientation, religion, veteran's status, sex, national origin, or disability. 

Section 2: Duties and Responsibilities

Members of the club are required to participate in at least 2/3 of all the meetings per semester. The failure to participate shall terminate the club membership. The absences are exempt provided that the absentee demonstrates essential proofs for his/her absences.  
Members of the club are required to participate in at least one club project per semester. 

Section 3: Dismissal of Membership 

Membership shall be terminated upon:  

· engage in licentious activities or participate in activities that conflict with the laws of Sierra College, of physics club, or of society in general. 

· termination of the club.
Article V: Organization Structure

Section 1: Selection Method 

The club has the ultimate control over the selection method of its officers, whether through election or appointment.

The selection method must be consented by 4/5 of the members of the club. 

Section 2: Structure

The club shall have: 
· one president

· operating officers (or vice presidents): the club has the ultimate decision over the creation and termination of officer positions. The club can have as many operating officers as it needs. 

Article VI: Duties of Officers
Section 1: President 

The president is responsible for:

· ALL club activities. 

· ALL club policies.

· ALL club members.

Section 2: Operating Officers

Operating Officers are responsible for the duties that the club inflicts upon. 
Operating Officers are subject to work collaboratively with other members of the club. 

Operating Officers are entitled to report their duties and activities upon the requests of the club.

Section 3: Replacement of Officers

In the case which the president position is vacant, one operating officer shall fill the vacancy. 

All of other officers shall be filled as soon as possible. 

Section 3: Dismissal of Officers

President shall be dismissed upon: 

· Violations of laws of Sierra College or society.

· Negligence of club duties.  

· Determination of the club with a 2/3 majority vote.

· 2 or more absences from club meetings per semester.

Operating Officers shall be dismissed upon:
· Violations of laws of Sierra College or society.

· 3 or more absences from the club meetings per semester.

· Dereliction of club duties.

· President’s decision.

· Determination of the club with a 2/3 majority vote.

Article VII: Meetings
Section 1: Frequency and Duration 

The club shall meet once a week. The meeting is exempt if club activities are coincident with the meeting time. 

The duration of the meeting is up to the club to decide. 

The officers may call additional meetings when needs arise. 

Section 2: Chair of meetings. 

The president shall preside all of the club meetings when he/she is present. The club meeting is carried by one operating officer if the president is absent. 

The president shall not be absent from the meeting for 2 or more. 2 or more absences are considered dereliction of duty.

Article VIII: Fees

All fees must be determined by 2/3 of the club. The fee must be paid once decided upon.   

Article IX: Project

The club shall finish one instructional project per semester or per school year/

Article IX: Amendment

Amendment to this constitution must be decided by 4/5 of the club and cosigned by the president and club advisor.
