Use of computers

There are a total of 20+ computers in Physics Laboratory (S-107), Engineering room (S-105), and Physics Tutoring room (S105C). They are all connected to network and under the domain of INST.  
When you log in for the first time to the INST domain you should provide a Username and a Password. The Username will be your first initial of your first name followed by your last name; and the Password will be the last six digits of your Student ID number. You can keep the last six digits of your Student ID number as you password or you can change it when you logged in at first time. 

Since everyone’s user profile resides on the INST Server, each student can have a unique profile: desktop settings, program configurations, etc. regardless of which computer is used. You can change it at anytime. 
We have two printers in our department, and they are only be used for printing physics related homework and lab reports:
HPLaserJ8000 - room S-105 printer, and
HPLaserJ2430 – room S107 printer 
Every student has a home directory (personal folder) resides on the server, which is mapped on your desktop. You can save the file to this folder and access the folder from anywhere in the department at any computer. 

You may want to install Physics Software on your home computer to do your homework and lab reports. There is a folder on your desktop called “Physics Software”. Bring a flash drive to copy the software: Math Type, Data Studio, and Graphical Analysis. The software is only used for students who enrolled in physics program at Sierra College.  

Since the computer sometime malfunctions, we highly recommend that you save your work often, say, every 5 minutes. And be sure to log off the computer when you leave if you don’t want other people to mess-up your settings or access your files.
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
